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V. RETAIL MARKET UPDATE

Introduction

In January 2005, Goodman Williams Group and Mid-America Real Estate completed a retail
market analysis and strategy for Downtown Evanston. The recommendations contained in that
report were based, in part, on a comprehensive inventory of all ground floor businesses, an
analysis of expenditure potential and retail sales trends, and a shopper intercept survey. This
section provides an update of several key components of that 2005 study.

Retail Sales Trends in the City of Evanston

Taxable retail sales in the City of Evanston reached $886.5 million in 2006. The charts in
Exhibits 1V-1 and IV-2 show the number of taxable retail establishments and taxable retail sales
in Evanston from 1998 through 2006, based on annual reports generated by the State of lllinois.
The following conclusions can be drawn from these data:

e During this nine-year period, taxable retail sales in the City of Evanston have risen by
18.3%, while the number of taxpayers decreased by 8.4%. The opening of a number of
large format stores helped account for this trend. Retail sales taxes increased every
year during this period except from 2002 to 2003.

e The drinking and eating places category showed the greatest percentage increase,
growing by 68.9% during this nine-year period. This trend reflects the growing number of
restaurants Downtown and throughout Evanston. Other categories with significant
increases include Apparel (43.2%), General Merchandise (24.3%), and Food (29.5%).

o Decreases in taxable retail sales occurred in the following categories: Manufacturers
(-36.8%); Lumber, Building, and Hardware (-11.5%); Furniture, Household, and Radio
(-8.9%); and Agriculture and All Others (-16.9%).

e Food is the largest category of retail sales in Evanston, comprising 22.4% of all 2006
taxable sales. This category has seen growth of 29.5% over the past nine years, due in
part to the growing number of high-end grocery options.

The pie chart in Exhibit 1V-3 shows the distribution of taxable retail sales by category in 2006.
The retail categories reveal that the categories of Food, Drugs and Miscellaneous Retail,
General Merchandise, and Eating and Drinking Places together make up 67.3% of taxable retail
sales in the City of Evanston.
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Retail Sales Trends in Downtown Evanston

According to information provided by the City’s Finance Department, taxable retail sales in
Downtown Evanston have been growing at a steady pace since 2000. The chart below shows
that sales grew by 37.8 million between 2000 and 2006, an increase of 24.6%. In 2000,
downtown retail sales accounted for 18.8% of Evanston’s total retail sales. By 2006,
downtown’s percentage of taxable retail sales had risen to 21.6%.

A breakdown of downtown sales by retail category is included as Exhibit IV-4. The strongest
growth occurred in the two Restaurant categories. Sales at Type 1 Restaurants (sit-down)
increased by 85.2% during the six year period with a net increase of eight restaurants. Type 2
Restaurants (carry-out) increased by 56.2% with a net increase of 17 establishments.

The inventory of ground-floor retailers in Downtown Evanston was updated and compared to
inventories that were completed in 1990 and 2004 by the City of Evanston. The complete 2007
inventory and a summary of current businesses by category are shown at the back of this
section as Exhibits IV-5 and IV-6. The “Lifestyle” category includes a variety of types of retailers
including those selling: books, electronics, toys, art, cameras, music, and pet supplies.

Overall, the number of ground floor businesses in Evanston increased by 18 since 2004, based
on the results of the July 2007 survey. Since then, several additional businesses have opened,
raising the number of new businesses to approximately 21. Recent changes in Downtown
Evanston’s retail mix are discussed below:

Sherman Plaza retail. Sherman Plaza is the newest large-scale retail development to
open in Downtown Evanston with 152,000 square feet of retail, anchored by LA Fitness
Gym, which occupies 53,000 square feet, and Barnes & Noble, which relocated into a
new 30,000-square-foot space. Other retailers include Pier 1 Imports, Ann Taylor Loft,
and Jos. A Bank. Service businesses include Kaplan Test Prep and Rubloff Residential
Properties. SuperCuts, White Hen Pantry, and The North Face have signed leases and
will move in soon, leaving only three vacancies. Cereality Café opened for a brief time
but has since closed.

New retailers. In addition to the retailers in Sherman Plaza, other new businesses
entering the Downtown Evanston market since 2004 include Red Door Spa,
Scandinavian Design Outlet, and Argo Tea. Several independent stores were bought
and replaced by national brands, as was the case with Dick Blick Art Materials.
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e Departed Retailers. Major retailers that left Downtown Evanston since 2004 include
Foot Locker, Osco Drug, five cell phone stores, and Quizno’s.

e Shifts by Category. The Apparel and Accessories category saw a net addition of six
new stores. Crossroads Trading Co., American Apparel, and the Levi's Store are
generally oriented toward a younger demographic.

A net increase of nine new restaurants have opened in Downtown Evanston since 2004
including Blu Sushi Lounge, Kansaku, Bat 17 Bar and Club, Pomegranate, and Café
Ambrosia.

Other categories that experienced net increases include Home and Services. The
largest decrease came in the diverse Lifestyle category, fueled in part by the departure
of numerous cell phone stores.

e Vacancies. The number of vacant storefronts increased from 21 to 24, but with the
increase in the total number of storefronts, the vacancy rate remained steady at 7.3%.
The vacant storefronts are not concentrated in any particular area; rather, they are
spread throughout the Downtown in diverse building types.

¢ National vs. Chain Establishments. Shoppers enjoy a wide variety of types of stores
in Downtown Evanston, including those that are locally-owned as well as national
franchises. Ideally, a downtown offers a mix of both, with the well-known names drawing
large number of customers and offering predictable merchandise, and the one-of-a-kind
stores giving a shopping district its distinct character.

To quantify the number of national vs. independent businesses in Downtown Evanston,
we defined independent stores as those that are headquartered in the Chicago area with
five or fewer establishments. Using this definition, Downtown Evanston currently has
201 independent establishments, comprising 66% of the 304 occupied storefronts. This
percentage is lower than in 2004, when independent businesses represented 72% of
occupied storefronts.

Recent Transactions and Proposed Retail Developments

Investors and developers have expressed confidence in Downtown Evanston’s retail sector. In
2006, London-based Grosvenor Group acquired an interest in Church Street Plaza for a price
reportedly in excess of $300 per square foot. More recently, Inland American Real Estate Trust
purchased the retail portion of Sherman Plaza for $55.2 million, or $363 per square foot for the
152,000 square feet.

Two major new mixed-use developments have been proposed in Downtown Evanston that will
add close to 70,000 square feet of additional retail space. They include:

e 708 Church Street (the Fountain Square building) with one or two floors of retail space
(up to 28,650 square feet on two floors).

o 1890 Maple, where a grocery store has signed a letter of intent to occupy a portion of the
proposed 40,000 square feet of ground floor commercial space.

Demand Trends

Demand for retail space in Downtown Evanston comes from a number of sources. As
described below, Evanston residents form the primary source of demand and include
households with a wide variation in age and income.

o Downtown residents. The addition of 150 to 200 new residential units per year will
increase demand for goods and services in a number of categories, including food,
health and personal care, restaurants, apparel, and housewares. We estimate these
new households could support about 35,000 square feet of new retail space over the
next ten years.

e Other Evanston households. Downtown Evanston attracts shoppers from throughout
the community. Of Evanston’s estimated 65,570 residents, approximately 88% live in
neighborhoods outside the Downtown. This component of the primary market area is
not projected to grow significantly in the next decade, but will continue to support
Downtown’s commercial activity.

e The secondary market. The shopper intercept survey completed in 2004 provided
evidence of the extent to which Downtown Evanston is attracting patrons from both the
north side of the City of Chicago as well as from proximate North Shore suburbs. More
than 350,000 people live in the north side neighborhoods that have convenient access to
Downtown Evanston. An increase in Downtown Evanston’s capture rate from these
north side households would provide support for additional retail space.

e Northwestern students. Approximately 14,000 students are enrolled at Northwestern
University, attending classes on the Evanston campus. Of that total, 5,833 are graduate
students. While this demand segment is not forecast to grow significantly, it is an
important source of demand for a variety of goods and services.

Two other categories support Downtown Evanston’s commercial base: Downtown workers and
overnight visitors. Approximately 19,000 employees work in Downtown Evanston.  This
daytime population provides critical support to area restaurants for their lunch-time trade as well
as to local retailers. Moving the Civic Center to a Downtown site and other steps that would
increase the office-based population would be a boost to the Downtown business community.
Similarly, the approximately 600 hotel rooms currently located in Downtown Evanston provide
important support to Downtown businesses. Future additions to the inventory of hotel rooms
should be encouraged.
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Expenditure Potential from Evanston Residents

To analyze expenditure patterns for Evanston households, we performed an opportunity (or
gap) analysis, which compares expenditure potential for households residing in Evanston with
retail sales spent at Evanston establishments. The estimates were provided by Claritas, a data
firm used by many national retailers.

A summary of the retail opportunity analysis is shown as Exhibit IV-7. The major categories in
which dollars are being spent outside the community include:

¢ Motor Vehicle and Parts Dealers; Gas stations
e General Merchandise (Department Stores)
o Building Material, Garden Equipment

Downtown Evanston cannot directly compete in these categories with Westfield Old Orchard
and auto-oriented locations along major commercial arteries. Westfield Old Orchard, located
3.5 miles west of Downtown Evanston in Skokie, is currently undergoing a $20 million
redevelopment.

The gap analysis also shows that Downtown Evanston is attracting dollars from outside the
community in a number of retail categories, including: Sporting Goods, Hobby, Books, Music,
and Foodservice and Drinking Places.

Retail Opportunities for Downtown Evanston

Based on our analysis of the various components of demand, Downtown Evanston could
support a net increase of 100,000 to 120,000 square feet over the next ten years.
Approximately 35,000 square feet of that increase would come from spending by new downtown
households. The remainder would be based on increased penetration rates from households
living elsewhere in Evanston and in portions of the secondary trade area. The strongest
categories are likely to be food, restaurants, apparel and accessories, and home décor.

As mentioned previously, 70,000 square feet of new retail space has been proposed in
Downtown Evanston, in 1890 Maple and 708 Church Street (the Fountain Square building). An
additional 30,000 to 50,000 square feet of space could be accommodated in new developments
or in existing vacant retail spaces, such as the former Border’s and Barnes & Noble stores.

Ground floor retail should be concentrated on the key pedestrian-oriented streets in the
downtown. As a complement to new construction, the City should encourage the preservation
and renovation of older retail spaces that would be more affordable to independent retailers. A
mix of local merchants and national retail tenants is important to maintain the distinctive
character and support the ongoing vitality of Downtown Evanston.
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Entertainment Opportunities

Goodman Williams Group was specifically asked to address the potential for additional
entertainment venues in Downtown Evanston. The 12-screen Century Theatres and the six-
Screen CineArts have proven to be quite successful, and many of Evanston’s restaurants and
bars are regularly full, particularly on Thursday through Sunday nights. Beyond these options,
however, there is little recreational activity downtown, particularly for teenagers and college
students under 21.

Potential entertainment venues that might serve the Downtown Evanston market include
bowling alleys, billiards halls, or video arcades with the latest computer games. Venues for
certain types of entertainment and recreational activities require large buildings and sites that
might not be available or appropriate in the downtown. Included in this category are activities
such as laser tag, roller-skating, or paintball.

One Chicago company, Spare Time, Inc., owns and operates a number of themed bowling
venues in urban settings, including Lincoln Park (Chicago), Hyde Park (Chicago) and Downtown
Elmhurst. Formerly known as Lucky Strike, the name has been changed to Seven Ten Lanes.
Spare Time, Inc. also owns a number of restaurants and bars, including the Firehouse Grill in
Evanston.

The following list provides some examples of entertainment venues that already have a
presence either in neighborhoods in and around Downtown Chicago or in some of the area’s
larger suburbs. The list is not intended to be comprehensive, but provides some examples of
different types of entertainment and typical square footage requirements. Not all of these would
be appropriate in Downtown Evanston, and suitable buildings and/or sites may not be available.
The economic feasibility of these entertainment venues was not part of this analysis.
